PSC 140—Physical Science: The Environment
2 lect., 2 lab, 3 cr.
A study of the interaction between the physical environment and man. Concepts in natural sciences are introduced as a basis for
discussion of current environmental issues. Local environmental issues are discussed. (G2A)
