The curriculum offers sequential Visual Communications and Graphic Design courses culminating with VisCom 4, the portfolio
development course. VisCom 1 is offered in the Fall and Spring; VisCom 2 is offered in the Spring; VisCom 3 is offered in the Fall;
VisCom 4 is offered in the Spring.
