1 lect., 1 cr. (Fall/Summer)
This course is designed to help students in their academic
community develop skills to support academic success and
degree completion.

Students successfully
completing the course will leave with a toolbox of skills to
support their academic and professional success as well as with a
stronger connection to their academic community.
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
