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Program Description

The Associate in Science degree program in Individual Studiesis atransfer degree program designed for those students whose goals
are not adequately addressed by one of the College’s other programs. Its purpose isto allow students to shape a program to meet their
individual needs.

The program is divided into three components: core requirements, concentration area and electives. Core reguirements are intended
to provide students with a firm general education foundation through exposure to the three traditional areas of liberal arts study—
humanities, social science and sciences—and development of communication and computational skills. The concentration areais
comprised of course work reflecting the individual’ s educational objectives. The elective component provides the student with the
flexibility to build upon the special area of study.

This degree has been approved by SUNY NYS Education Department for online distance learningdelivery. This does not mean that
SUNY Orange offers every course in the program online; however, many are offered in thisformat. Please check the current credit
course schedule for online DL virtual course listings offered each semester.

Admission Criteria

Prior to the sophomore year (30 credits), the student is required to submit an Individual Studies Program Plan. Thisform, availablein
the Advising and Counseling Center, requires a 250 word statement of the student’ s educational, transfer and career objectives. Based
on these objectives, the student and advisor will select the coursesto fulfill the concentration and el ective component of the degree.
The Program Plan will then be submitted to the appropriate Associate Vice President in Academic Affairs. On approval of the plan, a
faculty advisor whose academic background is appropriate to the student’ s area of concentration will be assigned to assist in the next
phase of study.
